National Consultation for Citizens’ Report on Water and Sanitation : Report
ISS Conference Hall, Nelson Mandela Marg, New Delhi 

January 12, 2008 

A National Consultation Meeting was organized on the 12th Jan 2008, to bring together different stakeholders to forge a consensus on the need for undertaking a Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation for India and the process that needs to be followed in producing such a Report.
Of the 103 persons/organisations invited, 54 attended. These included experts, representatives from the government, WaterAid NGO partners, other civil society organisations, research institutions, the media and WAI staff. A brief presentation was made by WaterAid India to share the objective/purpose of the Consultation, the proposed Citizens’ Report framework and content. Followed by a Plenary discussion on the aim and purpose. 
A consensus was arrived on the need for producing a Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation as a Report that presents the water, sanitation and hygiene status and challenges for India. Based peoples perspective, written in an intelligent and reader friendly manner, incorporating viewpoints and evidence from all stakeholders. 
In the afternoon session, participants formed two groups(Urban and Rural for the sake of convenience) to suggest who could be in the Advisory Group and Coalition/Core Group. A final session was spent sharing this feedback and discussing next steps that WA India should take. 
WaterAid India is very grateful to all the participants who took time out on a cold Saturday, to come and attend the Consultation, from their busy schedules. To Ravi Narayanan for Chairing the meeting and to everyone for contributing with suggestions and endorsements.

Conclusions arrived at from the National Consultation meeting: 

1. Endorsement for the need to come out with a Citizens’ Report on Water and Sanitation. To be led by WA India and undertaken in a participatory coalition mode with interested individuals, organizations, experts and media.
2. The overall aim/goal of the Citizens Report will be to come out with Citizens’ perspectives on drinking water and sanitation, to contribute to the larger goal of water and sanitation for all. 

3. The purpose of the Report will be to support, inform, build upon and disseminate a shared understanding of a range of critical emerging issues around drinking water, sanitation and hygiene and its related aspects in India. The Report and the process leading to its production, will provide for integrating grassroots and expert knowledge, and contribute to identifying change priorities for drinking water and sanitation for India. This Report will be out by Dec 2009.
4. The Report will be undertaken in a participatory, coalition based mode. Different working bodies to be constituted to take this forward, with WA India as the Lead. Suggestion for an Advisory Group, a Coalition Group and a Task Force – as the 3 bodies, accepted.  

a. The Advisory Group will be advising and providing the moral leadership to the initiative. It will consist of eminent individuals(preferably excluding political parties and business groups) and will be engaging with WA India and the Task Force Members on a regular to advise and support this initative.
b. The Coalition Group will consist of partnering organizations and individuals of the coalition for the Citizens Report. Coalittion Group members will be expected to contribute ideas, knowledge, experiences, networks, materials, people and resources. This group can be large and diverse and is expected to support the Task Force professionals who will be writing the report. Regular contact to be maintained on email, anchored by a Task Force member.
c. The Task force will take up the writing and managing role.  It will consist of select professionals - researchers, media and NGOs – essentially those who have the skills of writing a report - on behalf of the citizens. To be working intensively and reporting to WA India authority for Citizens Report.
We will try and minimize the overlap of members in all the 3 groups, to the extent possible. A summary of the discussions is given in Annexure I. Suggested members of the Core Group and Advisory Group are presented in Annex II. The invitation for the meeting and the presentation by WA India is there in Annexure III and IV respectively. List of Participants of Jan 12 Consultation are in Annex V
Next steps;

We are proposing the following actions;

1. Conclusions arrived at from the Consultation, as reported on page 1, form the key components of the Concept Note. If there are suggestions to better frame the aim/goal and Purpose of the Citizens Report initiative, we  will ask for input by sharing this report with all those who attended the 12th Jan Consultation as well as some others.
2. Contacting and finalizing the Advisory and Coalition Group members. Will be done alongwith the sharing of the National Consultation Minutes.
3. Forming the Task Force so that work can start. To work on the framework and content of the report and tentative budget  for producing the Report and led by Dr. Indira Khurana WA India. 
4. Contacting other organizations and individuals, including experts and funding agencies, to be a part of the coalition and who can in any way support this initiative.
5. From WA India, we will be allocating a start up budget, commit our staff and partners time(based on their agreeing to it). 
We request you to please provide your valuable suggestions on the Report as well as on the next steps proposed. Thank you all for coming to the 12th Jan Consultation and for your interest and encouragement. Wish you all the best in this International Year of Sanitation and the Citizens Report.

National Consultation : Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation
Summary of Discussion; 12th Jan 2008
Indira welcomed all the participants for coming to the meeting, sharing the initial ideas and the first cut framework of contents of a Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation. 
Depinder Kapur dwelled on the need and justification for undertaking the Citizens Report. He said that many organizations are working on different aspects of water and sanitation in India and also on related aspects of water and land resources, livelihoods, gender, agriculture and social development. However there is a gap and a need for documenting and defining emerging issues and concerns on the ground, that are often missed out by individual organsiations and agencies that are tied with a given mandate, immediate priorities and constrained by their individual capacities. While we have an information explosion with internet, the knowledge gap in understanding and actions, is increasing. Grassroots experience and knowledge alongwith experts wisdom, practice with theory, needs to be integrated. So that we have both thematic and spatial knowledge on critical and emerging issues of drinking water, sanitation and hygiene in India. 
A Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation can fill this gap and make a significant contribution to our larger goal of Water and Sanitation for All and a larger commitment to social and economic development. The spirit of undertaking a Citizens Report therefore demands that this work is undertaken as a coalition-based effort by many organizations and individuals, contributing to the scope and depth of the Report.  The rigor needed to make the Report more than a compilation of news and views demands that the Report is well researched and focused. 
This was the spirit and commitment of the First Citizens report on Environment that CSE undertook in 1981. We need to keep this spirit intact while we work on the practical issues of who will contribute, who will advise and who will work on writing the report. The improvement in technology and media and the rich body of knowledge available, provides added advantage, that should be tapped to ensure a wider stakeholder engagement and discussion, that was not possible in 1981. 
Even for WAI, we need to engage with a larger agenda. The Citizens Report will provide a focused direction to many of our ongoing research and documentation initiatives, including linking up events like International Year of Sanitation, taking on new research and working on linkages with health and livelihoods.
A Citizens Report is one output that WAI finds is a doable one, that we are willing to lead. We are having this national consultation to seek an endorsement or otherwise, seek suggestions on the process to be followed and commitment for participating and supporting in different capacities. A Citizens Report cannot be one organization led but a collective effort. 
He then detailed out the agenda of the meeting and in the spirit of a coalition based Citizens report initiative, invited someone from the House to Chair the Meeting. Ravi Narayanan kindly agreed to chair the meeting. 

Ravi Narayanan: Chairperson for Discussion 

The chair asked the participants some key questions 

1. Why do we need this report, what is the purpose? 
2. Who is the audience? 
3. Is it one off report or a periodic publication? 
Discussion points;

Keya Acharya questioned how publications could be mainstreamed, expressing the need to collaborate and cooperate with the mainstream as developments such as privitisation were ongoing parallely. 

Ashoke Chatterjee said that the report will address different people in differently manner ranging from activists to government. We need substantial awareness from the people to capture best practices, mainstream issues and what is the response of the state and non state actors. It should involve all the key stakeholders of the society to create a dent. The CSE spent an enormous amount of effort to find out the problems before coming out with the Citizens’ Report on State of the Environment. He questioned if we have done this homework to embark on the Citizens Report on water and Sanitation. He referred to the National Status Report by WAI of 2005 and if the proposed initiative by WaterAid India was based as a follow up from it. There were unheard voices that need representation. We can include the concerns of other players such as the government and the corporate sector, since citizens mean everyone and all stakeholders. 

Dr Manavalan questioned the constitutional position of the 73rd Constitutional Amendment and PRIs with respect to WATSAN. He said that the Government was giving an opportunity for panchayats to participate in the 11th plan, and there was a need to include these. 

Dr S K Singh stated that there was no peoples report on the status of sanitation in India today as a base document and this was urgently needed. Despite the central government claiming that drinking water and sanitation is a state subject and hence their role is minimal, there are substantial funds and policy influence that the central government exerts on the state governments and municipalities.
N Reddy mentioned that WATSAN was an important component of MDG and that a report which provided a citizens’ perspective could take stock on watsan in terms of MDGs. 

Vishwa Ballabh said that there was a need of a citizens’ report as even in water abundant areas such as Allahabad home to the Ganga and Yamuna, water quality is not up to the mark. People are dependent on ground water, water quality is deteriorating and poor people’s water access is denied or they are left with contaminated water. This was an opportunity to take stock, 

Ranjan Panda said that for many years, there has never been a benchmark report such as this one. The investment in WATSAN is growing and there is a strong need for monitoring where the money is flowing and that the things are going in right direction. The way this report has been conceived with testimony of people, technical facts, and status studies, makes it relevant. 

Kishore suggested that this report is a Citizens’ Report and should be where citizens want to communicate. He stated that while there were sector benchmarks available for rural this was not the case for urban. We should concentrate on creative alternative of government sources for data and analysis. He suggested that the report should bring issue and challenge based summary of the sector. 

Bharat Dogra suggested that the report be written in a manner so that it is informative and serves the communities and the people who work among them. Bharatji has a good documentation of press cuttings as a service that he can provide and link up with the Citizens Report.
Julie George suggested that issues of access need to be expressed in the report. That there were strong movements for privatization of water resources and social movements building up in different parts of India.
Neeraj from Sathhe, said that at state level, we need to consider the latest work done on Vision Papers. And at the national level we need to come out with a Citizens’ National Charter for water and sanitation. That the current National Water Policy 2002 does not address peoples concerns and priorities.
George V said that we need to consider how such a report will be used. A citizen’s report card exists on the slums of Bangalore and several of these exist. 
Ramaswamy Iyer suggested that this report need not be a comprehensive benchmark document. There is an enormous amount of work already available so the issue which should be taken into account to avoid duplication. 

Anil Rana asked whether the report was going to concentrate on water supply and sanitation or would go beyond to the larger question of where the water comes from - not a small examination of the sector but of resource itself. He suggested that this should be a report by the citizen, for the citizen where their voices should form a part.

Rajiv Singh said that excluded communities such as dalits and adivasis often get reduced to numbers. There was a need to listen to their voices on the nature of exclusion. There is a backdrop of privatization and the impact of this on the excluded communities, needs to be highlighted. What is the situation vis-a vis public spending? How much of this is actually going to excluded communities as compared to others. There needs to be an audit which goes far beyond water. 

Bharat Lal said that from the government’s perspective, there was a need to identify missing links. Whether it is a citizen’s voices or a collective of different experiences. Whenever these reports are there, these make an impact on the policy and programmes. We have information on coverage status of water and sanitation from government data which is available on the DDWS website, which can be questioned. He said the government will be happy if qualitative data, information, analysis and perspective building on water and sanitation is facilitated by this Report.
R K Sinha said that there was a need to get an alternate credible source of information, other than that was shared by the government, given that the government is the implementer of programmes. There may be a need to come out with State level reports as well.
Darryl said that all the points raised by various participants were valid, but the report could not be all things to all people.  Even when CSE started to work on the Citizens Report on Environment, Anil Agarwal could not predict what the report will be as it was a process based initiative and the Report can only be as good as the contributors capacity and the editors presentation. Hence we need not at this stage be overly worried on what the report will be. The overall aim of the Citizens Report could be – a Report that reflects the Citizens’ view and is written by researchers, media and NGOs - who have the skills of writing a report - to be writing this on behalf of the citizens. The report should be readable and could be produced as a collective effort.
Anjali said that politicians shy away from reform and if we could show that there is a demand for change it would influence the politicians who are law makers. It should be a report by the citizen to the government.

Nidhi said that this should be a report by the citizen and to be targeted at the government. She suggested that credibility be established in the process of preparing the report by involving politicians and the government. 

Abhijit Sinha said that that there was perhaps no need to set a benchmark but set out parameters and get the citizens’ perspectives and identify continuity. 

Ravi said that there is a need to develop a strategy on how this report can be taken back to the people. WATSAN is very important. There is huge amount of information already in various forms. Possibly some how there is a gap in what people consider as citizens and government. Govt is seen as the ‘other’. People think that there need to be something that is not getting through to the government. Its not coverage data, but there is something that is not getting through.. some element… effect on marginalized group.. some qualitative information that the government is not getting… 

Depinder Who should be writing about people is important and Darryl’s suggestion that the Citizen Report is a report written by researchers, media and NGO people who have the skills of writing a report, to be writing on behalf of the citizens – is very valid. We will ensure that as many people, organizations and individuals participate in this initiative, that is now possible given the advancement of technology and internet that was not there in 1980 when CSE embarked on their First Citizens Report on Environment. The report cannot be everything for everyone, it should present a clear perspective on selected themes and also a national and state level perspective – as the CSE report format had beautifully done.  
Ravi Narayanan said that Government statistics is based on the expenditure. It doesn’t tell us the access and status of the infrastructure created. What is the status? Money is spent, government is giving statistics based on the money spent. How best we are managing the infrastructure created needs to be addressed. 

Ashoke Chatterji suggested that the report be a participatory process to bring in diversity of issues. He cautioned that issues are diversified and that all could perhaps not be covered. The political system for water and sanitation has not been identified. We have to understand the benchmark for access and exclusion. He also cautioned about the challenges in getting civil society organizations to work together. He endorsed the need for WAI to take a lead in bringing out the Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation.

National Consultation for a Citizens’ Report on Water and Sanitation 

The consultation is an initiative to bring all important stakeholders to work together on highlighting Citizens Voices regarding the water and sanitation scenario in India. 

While dealing with water supply and sanitation in urban and rural areas, in schools, with hygiene promotion and water quality - issues that we normally address in our programme work - there is a need to look at the larger issues of Water Policy, Access, Affordability, Equity, Gender, Sustainability, Social Exclusion, Governance and Accountability, Specific Schemes in operation, Livelihoods trends and Poverty. We are inspired by the spirit of the First Citizens Report on Environment that CSE had produced as a voluntary initiative of many individuals, activists, academicians, media and volunteers in 1981. We believe the process of coming out with that report was as important as the output itself. A Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation will help us all in coming together on a few priority areas, to share our knowledge, skills and resources, to work together, to influence the larger citizenry and those who make laws and policies. 

What we are aiming for

Through this initiative, for which the consultation on the 12th Jan is a starting point, we seek to build a common shared platform of action, and an agreement on the process and output. We could aim for coming out with a Citizens Report on Water and Sanitation or any other preferred output. We can work out a timetable and identify who among us can take a lead as Core Members and who can be our Advisors, in this joint initiative. A work plan and specific actions and time frame, can be left to the group members to decide. I believe we have the knowledge and much superior options of communicating Citizens Voice than what existed two decades ago. It is only a matter of willingness and supporting each other.  

For the Report or any other agreed output, we also need to factor in regional and national perspectives and what we want to communicate. Hence the content and the form, presentation and dissemination - are very important. We can use print media, films, research work, documentation and any other medium for this work. 

We need to rely on our shared resources from many organizations, knowledge and skills of individuals. It cannot be a one organization led and funded output. Nor can it be disseminated and used by any one organization. We need to identify and reach this larger constituency who can contribute in the making of this Report and can also then disseminate it. 

We do look forward to a participatory process. We are sure that there will be many others who will join us on this journey.
